Sewage Flow into the Lake

Subsequent to UPA LOKYUKTA visit to lake on 30th March 2014, the sewage flow into the lake from
Doddaballapur side is stopped. The flow of sewage from Puttenahalli lake is presently diverted into
Rajakalava leading to Yelahanka lake. Mr.Nagaraj ,EE LDA, pointed out that sewage is polluting the
Yelahanka lake ,which has recently been developed by LDA. The BWSSB authorities expressed their
inability to contain the same as they have no capacity to receive and pump the same in the pumping
station at Yelahanka phase IV. Further he added that this will be resolved once the 10 MLD STP is
commissioned. Since the commissioning of the plant is time consuming Upa Lokayukta directed that
some short-term measure be immediately taken to arrest the flow of sewage into any lake.




Meanwhile, the residents complained that sewage from Phase IV sewage
line is broken and sewage still flowing directly into the lake ,which the
BWSSB officials have not taken any action despite bringing to their notice
on many occasions. ( below the picture). However, sewage water continues
to flow into the storm water drain from a different source which could not be
identified. We traced the flow to about 3 kms but could not trace further due
to covered and cemented drains, and feel that the flow is from Attur side.
We requested BWSSB to trace and stop the flow.

STP — Updates.

It is understood from Chief Engineer BWSSB Mr.Ramaksihna that there is a proposal to install a 10 MLD
plant at the present location of defunct STP in Yelahanka New town Phase IV. However, he said that the
availability of funds is a constraint and is being explored. We came to know from resent communication
from LDA that provision for the treatment plan was included in the LDA proposal.

LAKE DEVELOPMENT (DPR)- LDA

LDA officials have informed that the tenders for DPR has been received and is under process for
finalization. We have requested Shri Sivanna, CEO to involve us in the discussion of drafting DPR to
develop the lake on bio-diversity model.

DECLARE LAKE AS BIRD RESERVE

After few meeting with concerned authorities in Forest Dept and Environment Minister, the case has been
initiated by them to declare the lake as ‘Bird Reserve’. The Forest Dept had forwarded the proposal to the
state government for declaring the lake as Bird Refuge. The Trust members met Shri. B.Ramanatha Rai

Minister for Forest, Environment and Ecology on 4th Sep in his office and presented a request to take
action to implement the proposal as early as possible

For the past few months Sesadripuram Students were carrying out bio diversity survey near these lake
headed by Prof Santhanu Das. They have noticed many tress abetting the lake has been felled by the
forest department. He brought this to the notice of the Upa Lokayukta. Under the supervision of Prof
Santhanu Das decided to document the flora and fauna around the lake.
